Dear Brothers and Sisters, 

Our new service begins in a month.  While I have tried to keep every-
one informed about what is going on with the new service, I thought it 
might be good to refresh your memories about what we are doing and 
why. 

Why are we starting a new service?  There are lots of reasons for 
starting a new service.  The three that seem to apply most to us are, 
1) Pragmatically, we have filled up our sanctuary and we need to make 
space for new people; 2) We desire to grow because we believe that it 
is God’s intent for His kingdom to grow.  We also recognize that 
growth will bring more laborers for the kingdom work God has given 
us.  3) We have a deep desire to be a church that is actively seeking to 
reach the upcoming generation for Christ. 

What will be new service be like?  We are trying to design a style 
of worship that will resonate with our current 20-40 year old genera-
tion, yet still remain Christ centered and biblically focused.  The style of 
the service will be more free flowing than our current service, and the 
setting will be more informal. 

Will our 11:00 a.m. service change?  No, we are planning to keep 
our current service just like it is now.  God has blessed us with what I 
believe is spirit of joyful, authentic worship that is meaningful, partici-
patory and uplifting.  We really don’t want to mess with what is work-
ing! 

What are we doing to promote the new service?  We have given 
a name to the service by which it can be identified.  The name is NINE/
ONE, which was partially motivated by the fact that it starts at 9:00 
a.m., but it also comes from Psalm 9:1.  Elizabeth Cancelleri has devel-
oped a logo for us that we will use on posters, yard signs and newspa-
per ads just prior to the start of the service.  But the most effective 
means of promotion is always word of mouth.  Please be thinking of 
people that you can invite to come with you.  And remember, we are 
going to be looking to grow both of our services, not just one!  Pray 
that God will build among us a spirit of excitement and anticipation 
that will draw people to Him.
